Always towel dry the sink after use to prevent water spots and hard water / mineral deposits

For stubborn stains, gently scrub with a baking soda paste or metal polish paste (Autosol/Brasso)
For hard water stains, use a 50:50 vinegar/water solution then rinse and dry thoroughly

For brushed stainless steel, always clean in the direction of the surface brush grain
